Military Police
JUVENILE CURFEW

SUMMARY.  This regulation changes curfew hours to 2200-0600 hrs Sunday through Thursday, and 2300-0600 hrs Friday and Saturday.  
APPLICABILITY.  The provisions of this regulation apply to all juveniles on Ft Lee, Virginia.


SUPPLEMENTATION.  Supplementation of this regulation by subordinate commanders is prohibited.
INTERIM CHANGE.  Interim changes to this regulation are not official unless they are authenticated by the Director, Information Management.  Users will destroy interim changes on their expiration dates unless sooner superseded or rescinded.

SUGGESTED IMPROVEMENTS.  The proponent agency of this regulation is the Provost Marshal’s Office.  Users are invited to send comments and suggested improvements on DA Form 2028 (Recommended Changes to Publication and Blank Forms) to the Commander, USACASCOM&FL, ATTN:  ATZM-PM, Fort Lee, Virginia  23801.
AVAILABILITY.  This regulation is also available on the Fort Lee Homepage at http://www.lee.army.mil.
1.  PURPOSE.  Military police and Fort Lee housing residents have observed numerous incidents involving groups of juveniles creating disturbances on Fort Lee.  A juvenile curfew is established to assist in deterring criminal or delinquent acts and to serve in the best interest of the total Fort Lee population.
2.  EXPLANATION OF TERMS.  
a.  Juvenile.  A family member or visitor under the age of 18 (spouses of military members and military members are excluded).

b.  Hours of Curfew.  2200 – 0600 hours Sunday through Thursday, and 2300 – 0600 hours Friday and Saturday.
c.  Military Sponsor.  The active duty or retired parent, spouse, or legal guardian of a juvenile.

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     d.  
Recreational Areas.  All outdoor sports facilities, playgrounds, and picnic areas.

e.  Responsible Adult.  A person 18 years of age and over having lawful care and custody of a minor.

f.  Emergency Errand.  A short trip taken at the direction of the juvenile’s parent, guardian, or responsible adult to perform a specific task.  This permission will only be granted in extreme or unusual circumstances.

    g.  Living Area.  The assigned housing space which includes the porch and quarters and the yard or ground attached to it.

3.  RESPONSIBILITIES.
     a.  The Provost Marshal maintains overall responsibility for the handling of juvenile offenders on Fort Lee.

     b.  The Staff Judge Advocate or representative will provide legal guidance concerning all incidents involving juveniles.

     c.  Commanders are responsible for ensuring that active duty military sponsors of juveniles are aware of their responsibility to control and guide their family members and provide appropriate assistance to the sponsors in fulfilling their responsibilities.

     d. Sponsors will ensure their juvenile family members are not outside of their assigned living area during the hours of curfew unless accompanied by a parent, guardian, or responsible adult, except in cases of an emergency errand directed by the parent or guardian.
4 .  PROCEDURES.

     a.  All juveniles will be in their living area during the hours of curfew unless accompanied by a parent, guardian, or responsible adult.  Juveniles involved in sanctioned youth activities (including traveling to and from such functions) and those on emergency errands are exempt from this curfew.  Juveniles operating motor vehicles attempting to enter post, having in their possession a valid driver’s license and providing a specific quarters address, are authorized on post (regardless of curfew).  They are to proceed directly to the specified quarters.
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     b.  The Provost Marshal Office, Military Police Investigations Section (MPI), will investigate curfew violations.  MPI will immediately contact the sponsors of juveniles for curfew violations.  Violators who do not reside on post will be escorted off post.

          (1)  First-time juvenile offenders involved in minor incidents as determined by the Provost Marshal will receive, through his/her military sponsor, an initial warning letter addressed and delivered to the sponsor.  A copy of each letter will be forwarded to the Chief, Family Housing, and to the commander of the sponsor.

          (2)  Repeat offenders will be referred by the Provost Marshal to the Juvenile Hearing Officer for appropriate action.  Notification of such action will be forwarded through the commander to the juvenile’s sponsor by a letter from the Provost Marshal.  Representative disciplinary actions against juvenile offenders are listed in CASCOM&FL Regulation 190-1.
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
