About CLEP
College Level Examination Program (CLEP) is

the most-widely accepted credit-by-examination program in the United States today, helping students of a wide range of ages earn credit for what they already know, regardless of how that knowledge was acquired.  By receiving a satisfactory score, students can earn from 3 to 12 college credits toward a college degree for each CLEP exam taken, depending on the subject and the policy of the college or university.  The tests are timed and 90 minutes long.  All exams are scored on a scale of 20 to 80 and the recommended credit rating score for all exams is 50, a score representative of a grade of C.

The eCBT Paper-Based Test is rights only scoring. Examiners are encouraged to answer each question.  There is no penalty for guessing on the eCBT exams.  Score reports are sent out approximately six weeks after testing date.
About DSST’s

DANTES Subject Standarized Tests Program (DSST) is an extensive series of examinations in college subjects.  DSSTs are course achievement exams, each of which is standardized on a sample of civilian students completing a comparable college course.  There is no penalty for guessing on the DSSTs.

ACE CREDIT

The credit amount in semester hours is based on the American Council on Education (ACE).  The institution receiving the CLEP or DSST transcript will be the final determinant for credit allowances.
