Civil Service Retirement System (CSRS) 
What Is Deposit Service?

Deposit service is the period of service during which retirement contributions were not withheld from your salary. Some examples include temporary time and time while working on an intermittent work schedule. As a CSRS employee, paying the deposit is a personal choice and its effect is dependent upon the time of service. If the service is prior to 10-1-82, your annual annuity will be reduced by 10% of the total deposit owed if you do not pay the deposit before final adjudication of your retirement claim. If the service is on or after 10-1-82, the non-deduction (temporary) service counts toward eligibility, but is not used for total creditable service for computation purposes. 

What Is Redeposit Service?

A redeposit is the service in which you contributed to the retirement fund and later received a refund of those contributions. If the refunded service ended before 10-1-90 and your non-disability annuity commences after 12-1-90, and you do not make a redeposit, your annuity is actuarially reduced. If the refunded service ended on or after 10-1-90, the service counts toward eligibility, but you must pay the redeposit to receive credit for the service in the annuity computation.

How Is Interest Assessed?

CSRS deposit service and redeposit service is subject to interest based on when the service was performed (for deposit service) or when the employee submitted an application for the refund. The rate is four (4) percent through 12-31-47; three (3) percent from 1-1-48 through 12-31-84; and a variable rate thereafter, compounded annually. 
Is It Beneficial To Make A Deposit/Redeposit?

This is difficult to answer. However, you should remember that for deposit service on or after 10-1-82, the non-deduction service is not used for total creditable service for computation purposes. For redeposit service, if the refunded service ended after 10‑1‑90, you must pay the redeposit to receive credit for the service in the annuity computation. 

Does Nonpayment Of A Deposit Or Redeposit Have An Effect On Crediting Service For Purposes Other Than Retirement?

No. Full credit is granted for leave, promotion, pay increases, retention credits in reductions-in-force, and continuation of life insurance and health benefits after retirement, whether or not the deposit/redeposit is made.
How Is A Deposit Made?

You must complete a SF 2803, Application to Make Deposit or Redeposit (CSRS). You can obtain the SF 2803 by accessing the ABC-C IVRS FAX-Back at 1-877-ARMY CTR (276-9287) or for the hearing impaired 1-877-ARMY TDD (276-9833). You can also obtain the form from the Office of Personnel Management's (OPM) website at www.opm.gov/forms/index. You will need to complete the applicant's portion and mail the form to the ABC-C. The address is: SWCPOC, ATTN: ABC-C, 301 Marshall Avenue, Ft. Riley, KS 66442. ABC-C will then certify your SF 2803 and mail the form to the OPM. OPM will send you an acknowledgement letter notifying you of the required deposit/redeposit. Once you receive your letter from OPM, you may pay your deposit/redeposit in installment payments of at least $50.00 or you may choose to pay the deposit/redeposit in full. You will need to pay your deposit/redeposit directly to OPM. You will continue to be charged interest on the unpaid balance until it is paid in full. It is important to remember that the longer you take to pay the deposit/redeposit, the more interest you will be charged on the amount due. You will need to retain your copy of OPM’s receipt showing full or partial payment. Upon final payment, you will need to send a copy of OPM’s receipt to your servicing CPOC for filing in your OPF.

May I Make A Deposit/Redeposit After Separation From Service?

You may make a deposit after separation from service if you have present or future annuity rights (i.e., you have at least 5 years of creditable service and did not take a refund of retirement contributions at your last separation from service). Payment in such cases may be made any time before final adjudication of the retirement claim. OPM adjudicates your final retirement. 

May I Make A Deposit/Redeposit After Retirement?

A deposit cannot be made after final adjudication of a retirement. However, you need not postpone filing an application for retirement because a deposit/redeposit is due. OPM automatically contacts retirees who owe CSRS deposits/redeposits to advise them of the amount of deposit/redeposit due and the offset on their annuity of making or not making payment. If a retiree wishes to make payment, he or she may do so at this time.
