SUBJECT: Retiree Council Meeting Minutes

1. The Fort Lee Retiree Council meeting was held as the Soldier Support Center on

16 April 2010. SGM (Retired) Albert Williams opened the meeting with a welcome to the
members in attendance and administrative information on the new facility. Ms. Alexenia Bush
provided a quick overview of the support facilities. A tour of the building was agreed upon

during the second break of the meeting to be led by SGM (Retired) Mike Tyson. The following
members attended the meeting:

2. Member COL Donald Kaiserman, USA Retired gave a recap of the General Assembly at the
Virginia State meeting and the impacts on several of the Retiree/Veteran programs around the
state. Areasnoted were the VA War Memorial, the Wounded Warrior Program, discussions on
the vaults that are required for the burial of Veterans in State cemeteries to be sold at cost ($400),
Veteran Courts, and Military Family Relief Fund for NG or US Army Reserve.
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3. Member COL George Ford, USA Retired gave an update on the meeting held with the
Kenner Army Health Clinic Commander, COL Vivian Hutson, reference the ability to provide
services for Retirees in the area despite the huge growth in population for the Fort Lee
community in the near future. COL (Ret) Ford stated that the discussion centered on the
following issues:

Health Care facilities support.outside the gate area

Recap of the HCA issues that were resolved in late 2009

Relationship between the Clinic Commander and the Health Care Administrator
Open door policy for membets of the Retiree Council

TRICARE support

Staff increases ... Nurse Practitioners role is changing

Orthopedic Physician’s Assistant

Physical Therapy PA

Optometry support

Enrollment at the Clinic is 20,000 with over 35,000 ¢ligible for support in the
surrounding areas
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4. Member LTC Richard Kury, USA Retired gave an update on the meeting held with the
Kenner Army Health Clinic Commander, COL Vivian Hutson. He stated that the medication
process between the VA Hospital and the Medical Treatment Facility is being addressed by all
parties. If the patient is more than 30 minutes away from a Medical Treatment Facility, the
patient will be outsourced to a local doctor. LTC (Ret) Kury also recapped his contact with
Representative Cantor’s office for support received earlier in the month. He shared with the
Council that Congressman Forbes office was asked to provide support for the Pharmacy
processes. LTC (Ret) Kury also complimented the Kenner Commander on the eliminating the
closing of the pharmacy on Thursday afternoons due to Clinic training. COL (Ret) Kaiserman
stated that flu shots availability was a concern last season. Identifying the number of doctors
available for the community would be a big help in determining the location for care in some
instances.” The Council requested that the Commander provide this information. COL (Ret)
Ford also discussed the use of Nurse Practitioners in the clinic. due to the constraints placed on
servicing clinics and hospitals due to the ‘war effort. The Council determined that it will be
beneficial for COL Hutson to meet with the group during our next session. Questions will be
consolidated by COL (Ret) Ford and presented prior to the meeting to allow her the opportunity
to gather information and answers for our discussion.

5. Member CSM William Webb, USA Retired discussed the Retiree Council Website. The
information site is updated monthly and linked to the Garrison Webpage. SGM (Ret) Webb will
take the lead on making sure the site is maintained with pertinent information. COL (Ret)
Kaiserman stated that the DoD Compact was pushed through last year and made a suggestion for
the inclusion of this information onto the website with links to the applicable sites for further
viewing.
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6. CSM (Ret) Webb led the discussion on the Knotch Years discussion that has surfaced at the
Retiree Council over the last five years. Senator Webb’s office was contacted and informed
CSM (Ret) Webb that this issue will never go to the full floor for a vote due to a higher priority
for other legislative issues. LTC (Ret) Kury discussed the rhetoric that has gone back and forth
on this issue but recommended that the Council submit the issu¢e. CSM (Ret) Webb
recommended putting the issue back on the table. CW4 (Ret) Hite expressed his concern over
the issue and stated that this issue is important due to the benefit to the surviving spouses if
approved. A position paper will be drafted by the Council and presented to the Garrison
Commander within 90 days.

7. Member CW4 Delbert Hite, USA Retired led the SBP discussion concerning the law that was
instituted years ago regarding the remarriage rules after the death of a Retiree. A widow does
not want to remarry due to the loss of benefits. Widows are choosing to remain unwed although
living with another person due to the SBP/DIC conflicts when rematriage occurs. SGM (Ret)
Albert Williams stated that this issue is being addressed by the CSA Retiree Council this session
and a response would be provided to the Council prior to our next meeting. This issue would not
be forwarded to the Garrison Commander for consideration.

8. SGM (Ret) Albert Williams shared with the Council the various issues that will be addressed
by the CSA Retiree Council later in the month.

9. SGM (Ret) Williams led the nomination for the new Co-Chairpersons for the Fort Lee Retiree
Council. COL (Ret) George Ford and CSM (Ret) William Webb were nominated and seconded
by SGM (Ret) McMichael and COL (Ret) Manner. The nominations were closed and a voice
vote was held. All Council Members voted in favor of the new Co-Chairpersons who will
assume their duties effective the next Retiree Council meeting in September 2010.

10. A group photo of the Retiree Council was taken and will be used as part of the media
notification in preparation for the next RAD in September. SGM (Ret) Williams volunteered to
produce and submit an article to the Traveller that discusses what the Retiree Council does for
the Retirees in the area and the way to contact the Council Members for information and ideas.

11. MSG (Ret) JD Riggleman commented on the large amount of fines being handed out by Fort
Lee MPs along Route 36 for speeding. Signage that states that vehicle operators are entering
Federal land needs to be highlighted prior to entering this area. SGM (Ret) Williams will
provide this concern to the Traffic Board for Fort Lee in the coming month.

12. COL (Ret) Ford and CSM (Ret) Webb both identified the need to provide a short discussion
to the audience at the RAD to share with them what the Retiree Council can do for them.
Additionally, the goals and mission statement for the Council can be shared as well. A template
will be designed to distribute to the attendees and posted on the website any concerns that need
to be addressed to the Council in the future.
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13. Closing remarks: A tiered reduction in the number-of legacy members will occur at the start
of the next Council Meeting. The incoming Co-Chairpersons and the current Co-Chairpersons
will work together to determine which Council Members will .depart over the next three years.
Council Members from distant areas were encouraged to contact individuals in their
communities to see if there is interest in serving on the Council in the coming years. If so, please
contact the RSO, or Co-Chairpersons, for additional information. The number of emeritus
members was deferred until the next Council Meeting on 24 September 2010.
