Motorists beware of children at play in the housing area.   The Monroe Manor residents on Yorktown Drive are experiencing numerous vehicles speeding   through their neighborhood.   The speed violators are making it unsafe for the children in the neighborhood to conduct recreational activities.  

The Traffic Review Board members have requested assistance from the Provost Marshal Office to increase monitoring and prosecute the speeders.  

Speeders don’t be a high-risk driver.   You must take control and monitor your speed on post.  The consequences do not outweigh the benefits.  Don’t just think about it “just do it!”    Help make Ft Lee’s housing area roadways safe for our children.   

KEEP IN MIND 

Young children cannot judge the speed, distance, and size of vehicles. The National Safe Kids Campaign (NSKC) suggests that parents:

· Never allow children under age 10 to cross streets alone. 

· Always model and teach correct pedestrian behavior. Cross streets at the corner. Use traffic signals and crosswalks whenever possible. 

· Instruct children to look LEFT-RIGHT-LEFT when crossing a street and to continue looking as they cross. Tell children they should never run into the street. 

· Require children to wear reflective materials and carry a flashlight at dawn and dusk. 

· Teach children to walk facing traffic, as far to the left as possible, where sidewalks are not available. 

· Prohibit play in driveways, and in streets or parking lots.
