PREVENTION

Dust




Wet wipe furniture; collectibles.

Mold/mildew



Keep relative humidity 40-50%. 






Moisture creates mold/mildew.

Filters (ventilation system)

Change as required to ensure the proper






operation of equipment & document.  

Blocked/covered diffusers

Keep diffusers open.

Vehicle exhaust emissions
Do not allow drivers to keep their vehicles running near fresh air intakes.

Dumpster smells


Keep dumpsters away from fresh air intakes.

Latrines (dry P-traps)


Pour water into floor drain.

Floor to ceiling partitions which 
Ensure partitions are 4 to 5 ft tall and 

block air circulation.


approximately 4 to 6 in. from the floor.

Cleaning products


Use as directed on label.  

Ants; roaches; smells


Clean up crumbs after eating in office






Don’t leave food  in office trash cans overnight.


Pollen/trees/flowers/grass

Keep windows closed.  
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
