SAFETY ALERT

REQUIREMENTS FOR RIDING MOTORCYCLES ON FORT LEE

The requirements to operate a motorcycle on Fort Lee are proper state license and satisfactory completion of an Army-approved motorcycle safety course. The 

motorcyclist must conform to the following:

a. The headlights of a motorcycle will be turned on while being operated.

b.   Each motorcycle operated on Fort Lee must be equipped with two rearview

      mirrors.

c.   All military personnel, on or off post, and all civilian employees and family                    

      members on or off post on official Government business, operating or riding a

      motorcycle will wear:

(1) Properly fastened (under the chin) protective helmet that meets DOT 1, ANSI Z90-1, or Snell Memorial Foundation Standards.

(2) Eye protective devices (suitable protection--Defined as impact-resistant goggles or a face shield attached to helmet).

(3) Gloves, long-legged pants, long-sleeved shirt or jacket*, leather boots or shoes covering the ankles, and high-visibility outer garments (bright color for day and retroreflective at night).
* The Commanding General authorizes deviations in uniform wear (AR670-1, Wear and Appearance of Army Uniforms and Insignia, paragraph 1-17b) while operating a motorcycle for safety considerations.  Safety recommends strong, durable materials such as denim, corduroy or leather (preferred for providing the most protection).
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
